6th International Competition Il merletto a Gorizia

Gorizia -  May 2018
COMPETITION ANNOUNCEMENT
Fondazione Scuola Merletti of Gorizia announces that in 2018 will be celebrated the 6th International Competition Il merletto a Gorizia for the creation of a piece of work by bobbin lacemaking.
Topic of this edition: “Stitches and counterpoints”
The Competition is addressed to schools, associations, educational institutions, craftsmen, designers, artists and aficionados.

Lace-makers may participate on their own or in groups; in the second case the work will be considered of “individual author” and the group will be requested to name a reporting member.
Each lace-maker shall present only one original work, of his/her own design, handmade by bobbin lacemaking, which shall be the main element should the work include other technologies and/or different materials.
Whoever entertains ongoing working relationships with Fondazione Scuola Merletti of Gorizia shall not participate in the competition.
The participation fee to be paid as sharing in the expenses is € 35,00.
The payment shall be carried out according to the conditions subsequently indicated, trough:

Application and shipping instructions
In order to apply for the Competition each candidate shall fill in the Application form attached to this announcement; such form shall arrive before the 30th of September 2017 to Fondazione Scuola Merletti of Gorizia along with copy of receipt certifying that the participation fee has been paid.  Postmark will not be considered as evidence.
All works shall arrive before 2pm of the 28th of February 2018. Postmark will not be considered as evidence.
The work can be handed in or shipped at the author’s expenses to the following address: Fondazione Scuola Merletti di Gorizia – via Roma, 14 – 34170 GORIZIA, Italy.
In the case of shipment, the packaging shall bear the following wording: “Elaborato destinato ad un concorso” – without any commercial value.

The work shall not bear any signature, symbols or any other distinctive element.

The work shall be accompanied by a brief description of artefact, materials and stitches used in the bobbin lacemaking, and of any other techniques used in the creations of the work.

Candidates are requested to point out its value (in Euro, up to 500 Euros) for insurance purposes.
The work shall be accompanied by a sealed envelope bearing only the title of the work; inside the envelope shall be indicated:
· The title of the work
· The author’s personal information (first name, surname, address, nationality, telephone number, e-mail)
· The description of artefact, materials and techniques used, also on IT support (CD).

· A digital image of the work in jpg format, taken by professionals, in order to show in the best way the work as a whole and one or more significant details; the image may be used for communication of the event and related catalogue.
· The images sent will not be given back.

Candidates are requested to write the description in Italian or English.

All works that will not be collected by the concerned person will be sent back by post or courier.
All data shall be processed for purposes related only to the Competition, according to Law 196/2003.
The jury, comprising experts in bobbin lacemaking, designing, art and fashion, and at least a representative of the Foundation, will appoint at its sole and unquestionable judgement the winning work among those admitted.

The winner will be awarded the prize designed and made for the occasion.
Other works worthy of mention, up to five, will also be selected for specific technical or artistic qualities.

All works will be displayed during the event planned for May 2018; the price-giving ceremony will take place on the opening day. All works arrived after the agreed deadlines or which do not comply the requirements shall be nonetheless displayed during the planned event, but shall be considered “non-competing”.
Participation in the competition implies the acceptance of this regulation; shipment of material involves the author’s agreement to the exhibition of the work and the use related images.
Competition special section dedicated to the young
Within the 6th International Competition, the Fondazione Scuola Merletti dedicates a special section of the competition to the young, in order to favour and stimulate circulation of knowledge of this art in the young generation, and also to enhance their imagination and creativity.
The competition is addressed to primary schools and junior high school, and generally to all children and boys between 8 and 14 years of age.
The topic of the competition is: Music and lace
Each candidate can participate on his/her own, as a group or as a school class. The lacing shall be originally designed or shall follow en existing design provided that the work is original and relevant to the proposed topic.

In order to apply for the competition the candidate shall fill in the application form attached to this announcement; such form shall arrive before the 30th of September 2017 to Fondazione Scuola Merletti of Gorizia. There are not participation fees.
All works shall arrive before 2pm of the 28th of February 2018.

In the case of shipment, the packaging shall bear the following wording: “Elaborato destinato ad un concorso” – without any commercial value.

· The title of the work

· A brief description of the subject proposed, of the stiches and material used in its creation also on digital support (CD).
Within the event planned for May 2018, all shipped works will be publicly displayed, the appointed jury will select a winner for the young section and each candidate will be given a prize for participation.
